Tibetan Freedom Torch events across
Canada

The Tibetan Freedom Torch was lit in Olympia,

Greece on 10th of March, 2008, commemorating the

49th anniversary of the Tibet Uprising Day. The

Tibetan Freedom Torch represents the hopes and

aspirations of the Tibetan people for freedom and

justice. It will be carried to more than 20 countries

worldwide, reaching Tibet on the eve of the Beijing

Games.

The Freedom Torch also highlights Tibetan

opposition to the Chinese governmentÕs politically

motivated plan to carry the Olympic Torch through

Tibet and to the top of Mount Everest. The Tibetan

Freedom Torch will begin its Canadian leg in

Victoria on Friday May 9, and will arrive in

Vancouver on Saturday May 10 before visiting

Calgary, Ottawa, Montreal and Toronto.

Victoria will be celebrating the Tibetan Freedom Torch on Friday, May 9.

4:00 - 4:30pm - Tibetan prayers and blessing at Mile 0 

4:30 - 5:30pm - The Torch will be run through the James Bay area (The first 10-15 minutes

will be at a walking pace.) 

5:30pm - Ceremony at the Legislature grounds

12:30 - 2:30pm - Freedom Torch Relay - Tibetan relay runners and their supporters will

carry the torch in a circuit North across Granville Bridge, loop South across Burrard Bridge,

and then return to the Chinese Consulate to the Rally. They will be greeted at the Consulate

by the supporters at the Rally and then will loop around False Creek completing the run at

the Vancouver Art Gallery (Georgia Street side).

The Montreal leg of the Freedom Torch relay will start at 10:00 AM on Friday, May 16th at

Parc Kelso in Ste-Anne-de-Bellevue. The Torch will travel by bike along the Lachine Canada

to the Old Port where it will be passed to a series of runners travelling along St. Paul to

Beaver Hall and along Rene Levesque to Westmount Park. The Torch will then be biked via

the de Maisonneuve bike path to Berri and finally to Parc Lafontaine where it will be passed

to a series of walkers who will carry the Torch to the Olympic Stadium (Sherbrooke and Pie

IX) for a welcoming ceremony beginning at 5:00 PM.

TORONTO Ð Sunday May 18 th  
Toronto Freedom Torch Festival

The torch relay will begin at 11:00 am in front of the Chinese Consulate. The torch will then

proceed south on St. George St., turning east on Bloor St. W., south on Yonge St., west on

Queen St. and ending at Nathan Philips Square.

The theme for the Toronto leg of the relay is passing the torch from the older generation to

the younger generation. The relay will start with an elderly Tibetan and finally have our

youngest members finish the relay off at the Nathan Philips Square festival.

The Festival will begin at 12:00 Noon and include a variety of performances and speakers

throughout the day and evening. It will end at 10:00 pm.
